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ANNUAL REPORT 

Once again, it’s time for the Annual Report.  In the September 2005 Sketchbook, I outlined goals for the year, and will summarize progress made in this report. 

Growth in our members as artists:  the only objective measurements for this are that the number of Signature members has increased from 101 to 109 in the past year, and the 
number of members attending the Life Drawing sessions has increased to capacity for that venue.   

 
During the first half of the year, Val Ofiesh organized a critique group that met regularly.  As her schoolwork became more demanding, Val has had to discontinue (hopefully 
temporarily) organizing this group. 
 
Growth in the Guild:  As of June 1, 2006, the Guild will have 453 members, up from 407 as of July 15, 2005.  Additionally, the Long Range Planning process has begun.  We 
are relying on input from our members to plan for the future…anticipate a Questionnaire in the May Sketchbook, and please return it with your feedback. 
 
The Guild’s Organizational Development:  With the exception of the Publicity Committee, from which Jim Blumgren needed to resign for health reasons, the Guild now has 
strong, seasoned leadership in all the committee chair positions.  This is crucial for the Guild to continue as an exciting member of the arts community, promoting water media in 
Southern Arizona.  A SAWG informational CD was prepared for all the Committee chairs and distributed at the beginning of the 2005-2006, to help with orientation and to help 
share information that would be helpful in accomplishing their work this year. 
 
The leadership culture that has been nurtured is one of listening to our membership and each other, sharing information and making decisions transparently, and encouraging 
and supporting each other and our membership as well all grow.  This appears to be providing a positive experience for everyone involved. 
 
Our mini-workshop this year, “Putting On A Show,” presented by Gretchen Huff and Pat Marohn, was an excellent learning opportunity, passing on the information needed to 
teach some of our less experienced members how to organize and produce this very important Guild activity. 
 
Response to changing our meeting and workshop space to the Windmill Inn has been very positive.  We anticipate staying with the Windmill Inn next year. 
 
Shows:  this year our members have shown their work in 5 excellent shows: 

• Fiesta Sonora (Chair:  Gretchen Huff) 
• Annual Show (Co-chairs:  Marilyn Robbins and Donna Kohlhoff) 
• Small Pictures Show (Co-chairs:  Kathy Pastryk and Judi Beck) 
• Signature Members Show (Co-Chairs:  Marilyn Robbins and Donna Kohlhoff) 
• Calendar Show:  (Co-Chairs:  Nancy Huber and Judi Beck) 

We still have the All-Members Show coming up in May.  (Chair:  Blue Butler). 
 
Workshops:  Five excellent workshops offered a wide spectrum of learning opportunities for our members.  This year’s workshops were presented by: Linda Doll, Pat Weaver, 
Don Andrews, Skip Lawrence, and Thomas Owen.  The sixth workshop for the year, Carol Carter’s, will be April 12 – 14. 
 
Reaching out to our Community:  This year the Guild has  

• Hosted a monoprint booth at the Family Arts Festival at which 300 children made monoprints that were then matted and given to them. 
• Taken the monoprint experience to the Schools at Drexel Elementary School (about 180 children made monoprints) in April, and St. Cyril School (anticipated) in 

May. 
• Ora O’Toole coordinated and produced a Children’s Show in the Children’s Library at the Joel D. Valdez library.  This show featured 30 pieces of children’s art from 

Rogers Elementary and Van Buskirk Elementary, and was very successful.  Participating children received certificates at the Opening Reception.  Some of these 
children had never been to the downtown library before this event. 

• Supporters of the Guild—both in the Guild and from the Community—were invited to a special Pre-Opening Reception for the Annual Show.  This new gala event 
was well received. 

• 21 paintings from this year’s Annual Show were selected for “A Water Media Invitational” at The Drawing Studio, showing from March 30 to April 30.   
• The Guild had a team in the Susan G Komen Race for the Cure.  At the time of this writing, we had raised $240 for that worthy cause. 

 
Fundraising Committee:  this exciting committee has met consistently and worked on a number of projects including producing the Promo brochure, spearheading the Annual 
Show’s Pre-opening Reception, collection of data for grantwriting purposes, writing a training grant for some of the members of the committee for the 2008 Western Fed show.  
With Donna Kohlhoff’s assistance, this group has also produced the raffle tickets for this year’s fundraising event.  This committee continues to evolve. 
 
Calendar Fundraiser:  The Calendar Show—the first step of producing the Guild’s first Calendar in 2007—was a success.  Obtaining estimates re:  production costs is our next 
step.  This first year we will take orders for the Calendars, and use the surplus (the difference between income generated from the calendars ordered and the cost to produce 
them) to make more calendars.  In this way, we can begin this annual project in a financially risk-free fashion.  We anticipate the Calendar Show (and the Calendar) will get 
better every year, and the community will respond by supporting this fundraiser. 
 
Permanent Collection:  Pieces added to our Permanent Collection this year are by Linda Doll, Pat Weaver, and Thomas Owen.
